An interesting part of
this walk is the change in mood of the cliffs that surround the Grose
Valley as the light conditions change throughout the day. Let us begin
by acknowledging the Dharug & Gundungurra people, Traditional
Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our
respects to their Elders past and present.

1831. Govetts Leap Lookout offers wonderful1831. Govetts Leap Lookout offers wonderful
views over the Grose Valley and the spectacularviews over the Grose Valley and the spectacular
Bridal Falls. The word `leap` is an old ScottishBridal Falls. The word `leap` is an old Scottish
word meaning waterfall. The lookout is easilyword meaning waterfall. The lookout is easily
accessed from the car park, there are alsoaccessed from the car park, there are also
toilets and picnic shelters nearby.toilets and picnic shelters nearby.
