This relatively flat walk takes you through some woodland forest,
open shrub and rock platforms to a lookout. The views look over
Narrabeen and along Pittwater. The track is well defined, and the
views are well worth the walk. Let us begin by acknowledging the
Guringai people, Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel
today, and pay our respects to their Elders past and present.
