Easy track

This short walk explores a set of cascades, finishing at the top of a
small waterfall. From the road, the walk follows the creek to a bridge
just near the waterfall. You will often see rosellas feeding in the
clearing near the first bridge. Let us begin by acknowledging the
Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay
our respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From Pacific Highway, A1

Turn on to Beechworth Road then drive for 960 m
Turn left onto Dakara Close and drive for another 140 m
Turn left onto Dakara Close and drive for another 50 m
Turn right onto Saint Andrews Drive and drive for another 140 m
Turn right onto Troon Place and drive for another 35 m

Before you start any journey ensure you;
• Tell someone you trust where you are going and what to do if you are late returning
• Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
• Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers
• Can respond to emergencies & call for help at any point
• Are healthy and fit enough for this journey
