This nice walk explores some of the service trails at the northern end
of Bantry Bay, in Garigal National Park. This walk is a great way to
see many wildflowers, and some wildlife, of the area. The side trip to
the Natural Bridge is worth the effort to see this interesting rock
formation. Most of the walk is fairly flat with the exception of the last
few meters to the waters edge where the track is quite rough. There
is an option to exit at Cook St, just near a bus stop. Let us begin by
acknowledging the Guringai people, Traditional Custodians of the
land on which we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders
past and present.

 From the intersection, this walk follows From the intersection, this walk follows
the flat service trail heading south, in thethe flat service trail heading south, in the
opposite direction of the closest telegraphopposite direction of the closest telegraph
pole, winding alongside the power lines forpole, winding alongside the power lines for
a little while.

The Natural Bridge is a sandstone arch inThe Natural Bridge is a sandstone arch in
Garigal National Park. The arch spans anGarigal National Park. The arch spans an
unnamed creek feeding into Bantry Bay. Theunnamed creek feeding into Bantry Bay. The
Natural Bridge track uses this arch to cross theNatural Bridge track uses this arch to cross the
creek, and is not always noticed by walkers ascreek, and is not always noticed by walkers as
the surrounding vegetation hides the full view ofthe surrounding vegetation hides the full view of
the feature from the track. The arch has formedthe feature from the track. The arch has formed
the eroding forces of water flowing down thethe eroding forces of water flowing down the
creek. The arch provides an interesting naturalcreek. The arch provides an interesting natural
feature to explore and enjoy.feature to explore and enjoy.

Bantry Bay View is a small, informal lookout,Bantry Bay View is a small, informal lookout,
found at the end of a track on the northern endfound at the end of a track on the northern end
of Bantry Bay, in Garigal National Park. Theof Bantry Bay, in Garigal National Park. The
track finishes on the rocky shoreline lookingtrack finishes on the rocky shoreline looking
down Bantry Bay. On the right of the bay is thedown Bantry Bay. On the right of the bay is the
Bantry Bay Explosives Magazine complex, andBantry Bay Explosives Magazine complex, and
on the left is the Bantry Bay Picnic Area. You canon the left is the Bantry Bay Picnic Area. You can
see along Middle Harbour to Seaforth. There aresee along Middle Harbour to Seaforth. There are
usually plenty of boats in the otherwise quietusually plenty of boats in the otherwise quiet
waters.waters.
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
