Starting at Coachwood picnic area this circuit walk takes you through World Heritage listed
rainforest, along Coombadjha Creek, all the way to Coombadjha camping area. Stop along the
track at Coachwood Pool for a swim and enjoy a picnic at the end. Let us begin by acknowledging
the Ngoorabul people, Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our
respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From Gwydir Highway, B76

Turn on to Coachwood Drive then drive for 3.5 km
Keep left and drive for another 105 m

• Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers
• Can respond to emergencies & call for help at any point
