Easy track

Starting from Lake Argyle Road, Lake Argyle, this return walk takes you to a lookout overlooking
the Ord River Gorge and Dam, getting glimpses of the vast Lake Argyle along the way. The Ord
River was known as Goonoonoorrang by the Miriuwung Gajerrong people, who are the traditional
owners of the land. Take your time and enjoy the panoramic views of the vertical rockfaces and
the 341-metre long dam. Lake Argyle can be seen with all its glory behind the dam, bettering the
picturesque view of the mountains in the distance. Wear a hat as there’s no shade along the track.
Let us begin by acknowledging the Miriuwung Gajerrong people, Traditional Custodians of the land
on which we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From Victoria Highway, 1

Turn on to Lake Argyle Road then drive for 34.4 km
