Hard track

This return walk, from Saltwater Creek camping area, heads south
along the coast and around the headlands to Hegartys Bay. The walk
passes over a large expanse of low heath along the headland
between the bays, providing great panoramic views of the coast.
There is a small campsite at Hegartys Bay with some shade and a
fascinating red rock platform on the waters edge. Let us begin by
acknowledging the Yuin people, Traditional Custodians of the land on
which we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders past and
present.

Getting to the start: From Princes Highway, A1

Turn on to Edrom Road then drive for 5.7 km
Turn right onto Green Cape Road and drive for another 2.7 km
Turn sharp left and drive for another 910 m
Turn right onto Duck Hole Road and drive for another 2.9 km
Turn left onto Saltwater Road and drive for another 4.1 km

• Tell someone you trust where you are going and what to do if you are late returning
• Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
• Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers
• Can respond to emergencies & call for help at any point

Saltwater Creek meets the South Pacific OceanSaltwater Creek meets the South Pacific Ocean
at a beautiful white sand beach in Ben Boydat a beautiful white sand beach in Ben Boyd
National park. The beach looks north-east andNational park. The beach looks north-east and
has a rock shelf at either end. The widehas a rock shelf at either end. The wide
Saltwater Creek forms a lagoon at the northernSaltwater Creek forms a lagoon at the northern
end, popular for swimming. Woodburn Creekend, popular for swimming. Woodburn Creek
also forms a lagoon on the southern end of thealso forms a lagoon on the southern end of the
beach. Both creeks have a brown colourationbeach. Both creeks have a brown colouration
from the tea tree, that forms a beautifulfrom the tea tree, that forms a beautiful
contrast with the white sand and blue ocean.contrast with the white sand and blue ocean.
The back of the beach is heavily wooded,The back of the beach is heavily wooded,
providing some shade, and is home to theproviding some shade, and is home to the
Saltwater Creek campsite. The beach can beSaltwater Creek campsite. The beach can be
accessed from the Saltwater Creek campsite ataccessed from the Saltwater Creek campsite at
the end of the access road from Duck Holethe end of the access road from Duck Hole
Road.Road.

Hegartys Bay camping area is a basic bushHegartys Bay camping area is a basic bush
campsite on the Light to Light walk, about 2kmcampsite on the Light to Light walk, about 2km
north of Bittangabee. The campsite isnorth of Bittangabee. The campsite is
signposted and is just north of a small creeksignposted and is just north of a small creek
that leads to Hegartys Bay. There is another,that leads to Hegartys Bay. There is another,
smaller campsite that is not signposted, aboutsmaller campsite that is not signposted, about
50m north. The creek is very unreliable and50m north. The creek is very unreliable and
other than some impromptu chairs made fromother than some impromptu chairs made from
driftwood, there are no facilities provided. Thedriftwood, there are no facilities provided. The
campsite is nestled in a clearing among the tall,campsite is nestled in a clearing among the tall,
dense bush, providing some shade and shelterdense bush, providing some shade and shelter
from winds.from winds.
About 65 m past the end is "Hegartys Bay".About 65 m past the end is "Hegartys Bay".

Hegartys Bay is a north-east facing bay, aboutHegartys Bay is a north-east facing bay, about
2km north of Bittangabee in Ben Boyd National2km north of Bittangabee in Ben Boyd National
Park. The bay has many small boulders at thePark. The bay has many small boulders at the
apex that then fade to rock shelves at each end.apex that then fade to rock shelves at each end.
The bay is walled by red cliffs at the entranceThe bay is walled by red cliffs at the entrance
and the northern wall has some spectacularand the northern wall has some spectacular
examples of rock folding. The bay can beexamples of rock folding. The bay can be
accessed along the Light to Light track and isaccessed along the Light to Light track and is
home to a bush campsite.home to a bush campsite.
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
