A lot of the forest scenery along this
walk is really beautiful. Much of it is very moist forest, filled with
ferns. You also get a glimpse of an old quarry at Cappers Gully,
adding a little historic interest to the walk. Let us begin by
acknowledging the Darkinjung & Guringai people, Traditional
Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our
respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From York Street, A49

Turn on to Henry Parry Drive then drive for 440 m
Turn right onto White Street and drive for another 225 m
