A short version of the Wyrrabalong Coast Walking Track, this walk
covers some of the highlights through this long thin strip of beautiful
coastal forest, with fantastic views of the coastline from many
vantage points along the way. Crackneck Lookout, at the end of the
walk, has stunning views and would be a great spot for a picnic lunch.
Let us begin by acknowledging the Darkinjung & Guringai people,
Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay

Getting started: Starting from the track
intersection beside the beach access
steps, this walk follows the faint track a
very short distance across the picnic area,
keeping Reserve Dr to the right. The walk
soon arrives at some seats and an open
viewing area, to the left, with stunning
views across the water.

From the viewpoint, this walk goes south
across the picnic area, keeping Reserve Dr
to the right. The walk passes a fenced
viewing area just before reaching an
intersection at the end of the picnic area,
with a concrete beach-access track to the
left.

After another 15 m pass a seat (10 m on your
left).

After another 175 m head into the park.

After another 235 m veer left, to
head along The Coast Track.

Bay beach picnic area" (9 m on your right).

This picnic area, near the intersection of

Reserve Dr and Rushby St, Bateau Bay, About 15 m past the end is a seat.
» Start overlooks the southern end of Bateau Bay and G
the beach. The facilities include toilets, picnic
tables, garbage bins and some slides for the
kids. There are great views along the coast and
out to sea. There is plenty of shade.

About 20 m past the end is "Crackneck
Lookout".

After 65 m find the "Bateau Bay Beach picnic
. area and lookout" (on your left).

After another 4 m continue straight.
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This lookout, at the end of Hilltop St, Bateau
Bay, has stunning views up and down the
coastline, and out to sea. There are picnic tables
and an information board about marine
mammals. There is a hangliding launch spot
beside the lookout.

Q About 40 m past the end is a seat.
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This unnamed picnic area and lookout is within
Wyrrabalong National Park, at the intersection of
Reserve Dr and Harbour St, Bateau Bay. The
picnic area overlooks Bateau Bay and the

beach. There are large grass areas, plenty of
shade and facilities including picniC tables, After another 115 m pass a seat (6 m on your
garbage bins, and beach access steps. There left).

are beautiful views along the coast and out to
sea from the picnic area. There are free electric
BBQs at Sutton Reserve, a block further south
along Reserve Drive. Takeaway food is available
at a small shopping centre near the intersection
of Harbour St and Bateau Bay Rd, one block
from the picnic area.

After another 370 m veer left, to
head along The Coast Track.
