\ Getting to the start: From Murchison Highway, A10, Zeehan.

e Turn on to Zeehan Highway, B27 then drive for 4.6 km

¢ Continue onto Main Street, C249 and drive for another 37.4 km
e Turn left onto Corinna Road, C249 and drive for another 12.5 km
e Turn left and drive for another 5 m

Before you start any journey ensure you;

* Tell someone you trust where you are going and what to do if you are late returning

* Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
» Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers

* Can respond to emergencies & call for help at any point

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Getting started: From the end of Corinna
Road(2.6km south of intersection with
Norfolk Road), head towards the signpost
“Parking - Huon Pine Walk - Wh...” along
the dirt path, keeping the river to your left
and moving directly away from Tannin
Restaurant. Veer left near the end of the
dirt/sand area, as you come to the start of
Savage River Walk. Follow the track along
the riverbed into the woodland to continue
along the Huon Pine Walk.
