This circuit walk starts at Founders Way and follows the Bungaroo
bush track through the national park to Middle Harbour Creek. There
is an optional side trip to the creek crossing before returning, via the
pipe bridge and the Pipeline Track. Along the Bungaroo Track there
are plenty of opportunities to stop and take in the great forest like
surroundings, in what is a tiny portion of the Garigal National Park.
Let us begin by acknowledging the Guringai people, Traditional
Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our
respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From Mona Vale Road, A3

Turn on to Link Road then drive for 500 m
At roundabout, take exit 2 onto Horace Street and drive for another 1.1 km
At roundabout, take exit 1 onto Hunter Avenue and drive for another 1.1 km

• Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
• Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers
