Easy track

This short and fairly flat walk starts from the popular Honeman's
picnic area and follows the Sid Pulsford Walking Track, then another
trail to Warriwarri Lookout. The lookout is overgrown and provides no
real view. A short distance beyond the signposted lookout is a rocky
outcrop that provides some filtered views of the district. A nice walk
through the dry ridge top forest, just don't expect grand views. Let
us begin by acknowledging the Darkinjung & Guringai people,
Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay
our respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From Avoca Drive

Turn on to Avoca Drive then drive for 50 m
At roundabout, take exit 2 onto Avoca Drive and drive for another 300 m
At roundabout, take exit 2 onto Avoca Drive and drive for another 840 m
At roundabout, take exit 3 onto Bungoona Road and drive for another 255 m
Turn left onto Kincumber Street and drive for another 2.1 km

• Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
• Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers

Honeman's Rock (about 45 m back from theHoneman's Rock (about 45 m back from the
start).start).

Honeman's Rock (aka Honeyman's Rock) is aHoneman's Rock (aka Honeyman's Rock) is a
large rock outcrop in front of the mud bricklarge rock outcrop in front of the mud brick
building, in the Honeman's Rock Picnic area. Thebuilding, in the Honeman's Rock Picnic area. The
exposed section of rock is 60m long and aboutexposed section of rock is 60m long and about
30m wide, with the western side having a30m wide, with the western side having a
significant unfenced drop. The rock is namedsignificant unfenced drop. The rock is named
after Cecil Lyle Honeman who became a leaseafter Cecil Lyle Honeman who became a lease
holder on the mountain in 1962. The rock has aholder on the mountain in 1962. The rock has a
large depression that once filled with water, andlarge depression that once filled with water, and
a drain has been dug to keep the pool emptya drain has been dug to keep the pool empty
and clear of rubbish.and clear of rubbish.

The mud brick building is a landmark in theThe mud brick building is a landmark in the
main picnic area at Kincumber Mountain, and ismain picnic area at Kincumber Mountain, and is
a popular spot to gather. Also known asa popular spot to gather. Also known as
'Kincumber Mountain Information Centre', 'The'Kincumber Mountain Information Centre', 'The
Kiosk', 'Kincumber Kiosk' and 'KincumberKiosk', 'Kincumber Kiosk' and 'Kincumber
Mountain Kiosk', the building was constructed inMountain Kiosk', the building was constructed in
1986 with funding from Community Employment1986 with funding from Community Employment
Programme. The building is generally locked butProgramme. The building is generally locked but
can be booked through the local Lions Club forcan be booked through the local Lions Club for
special events. The building has a rain waterspecial events. The building has a rain water
tank, small kitchen and one main large room.tank, small kitchen and one main large room.
The verandah also provides good shelter.The verandah also provides good shelter.

The picnic area is home
to a mud brick building (available for hire) andto a mud brick building (available for hire) and
Honeman's Rock, from which the area derivesHoneman's Rock, from which the area derives
its name.

There are slightly
better views north, past the sign at thebetter views north, past the sign at the
unfenced rock outcrop. The filtered views lookunfenced rock outcrop. The filtered views look
north-east. The view from the lookout isnorth-east. The view from the lookout is
overgrown, so do not expect much in the way ofovergrown, so do not expect much in the way of
views.views.
