Easy track

Starting from the Bunyaville Picnic Area, Bunya, this circuit walk explores the dry open eucalypt
forest of Bunyaville Conservation Park via the Bunyaville Track. If you’re new to hiking, or just
want to stretch your legs for a little with your kids, this peaceful hike is definitely for you. As you
stroll around the diverse woodland, keep an eye out for koalas on trees. Listen for the laughing
kookaburra and the pied currawong and you might spot them as well. The generally quiet picnic
area can be a great finish to this little journey. Look out for snakes in warmer months, especially
the mesmerizing carpet python. Come early or on a weekday to minimize traffic noise. Let us
begin by acknowledging the Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay
our respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From Stafford Road, 5

Turn on to South Pine Road, 5 then drive for 3.9 km
Turn sharp left and drive for another 255 m
Turn right onto Ring Road and drive for another 310 m
Turn left and drive for another 30 m

• Tell someone you trust where you are going and what to do if you are late returning
• Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
• Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers
• Can respond to emergencies & call for help at any point
• Are healthy and fit enough for this journey
If not, change plans and stay safe. It is okay to delay and ask people for help.
