Starting from the Devils Kitchen car park at the end of Tasman Arch Road, Tasman National Park,
this walk leads to Waterfall Bay via the Tasman Coastal Trail. Skirting the cliff line from Devils
Kitchen, the trail to Waterfall Bay is a brilliant return walk via a hardened walking track. Geology is
the star here, with amazing formations, including arches and gulches worn through sedimentary
layers by constant wave action. Multiple viewing platforms along the trail provide fantastic views
of the tremendous coastline the peninsula is renowned for. Let us begin by acknowledging the
Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders
past and present.

Getting to the start: From Arthur Highway, A9

Turn on to Blowhole Road, C338 then drive for 3.1 km
Turn right onto Tasmans Arch Road, C338 and drive for another 1 km

• Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
• Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers
• Can respond to emergencies & call for help at any point
