Starting from the Carnarvon Gorge car park and camping area, this
walk takes you past Visitors Centre along Carnarvon Creek to Ward's
Canyon. Here you'll become surrounded by the giant king ferns,
which make a special climate in this narrow canyon. This is the best
place to be in the summer heat. Let us begin by acknowledging the
Bidjara and Karingbal people, Traditional Custodians of the land on
which we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders past and
present.

Getting to the start: From Carnarvon Highway, A7, Rewan.

e Turn on to Wyseby Road, 2 then drive for 18.1 km
e Turn left onto Obriens Road and drive for another 25.5 km
e Turn right and drive for another 55 m

* Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
» Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers
