Starting just off Lake Dobson Road, Mount Field National Park, this walk takes you on a circuit via
the Tall Trees Walk. The walk is on a well-constructed boardwalk throughout. There are plenty of
informative signs along the way where you can learn more about the forest, and visitors have the
opportunity to use a clinometer to calculate the height of these massive trees. Picnic facilities are
located by the banks of the river, next to the Visitor Centre. Let us begin by acknowledging the
Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders
past and present.

e Turn right onto Lake Dobson Road, C609 and drive for another 2 km

Bushy Park:
