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Follow this short circuit walk from the remains of an 1870's stone bridge abutments to the brick
tower that was a ventilation shaft from the old mine. Let us begin by acknowledging the Awabakal
& Worimi people, Traditional Custodians of the land on which we travel today, and pay our
respects to their Elders past and present.

Getting to the start: From Newcastle Link Road, A15

e Turn on to Newcastle Link Road, A15 then drive for 1.9 km

e Turn right onto Woodford Street and drive for another 2 km

e Turn sharp right onto Minmi Road and drive for another 670 m

e Turn sharp right onto Blue Gum Hills Road and drive for another 480 m

¢ At roundabout, take exit 2 onto Blue Gum Road and drive for another 35 m

Before you start any journey ensure you;

* Have adequate equipment, supplies, skills & knowledge to undertake this journey safely
* Consider weather forecasts, park/track closures & fire dangers
