After another 30 m pass the water tap (135 m
on your right).

After another 10 m pass the toilet (135 m on
your right).
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After another 1.1 km (at the
intersection of Border Fire Trail &
Borderlink Fire Trail) turn left, to head
along Border Fire Trail.

After another 1.1 km (from the Border
Fire Trail) turn left, to head along
Border Fire Trail.

After another 760 m (from the Border
ire Trail) turn left (a walking track).
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After another 205 m come to the "Little Bald
Rock".

Continue another 490 m to find the
end. Then turn around here and retrace
the main route for 3.8 km to get back to
the start.
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
