Starting from Bindubi Street, Cook, this walk takes you to the summit of Mount Painter and the
lookouts nearby, mostly via the Bicentennial National Trail and back. You might not feel like it at
first, but as you get to the higher and more spacious parts of the hike you’ll know you're in for
some gorgeous views over the region, especially the Brindabella Range. You'll also be able to see
the Telstra Tower from the top, rising 192.5 metres above Black Mountain. The picturesque
panoramic view is particularly beautiful at sundown, as the interchanging color spectrum
transforms the image. This walk also can also make a great exercise, one which you can take your
dog with(on lead). Let us begin by acknowledging the Traditional Custodians of the land on which
we travel today, and pay our respects to their Elders past and present.
